Governor Lingle vetoednaunprecedented 57 bills thisegr. The Legislature disagreeith many of
the vetoes, chodgag to override 4 of them during the Regular Legislative Session and 34 of th
during a one day Special Session on Jully.1bvoted in favorf all of the overides, except HB 1747
(Act 60). This bill increases the income tax from 8.25% to up to 11% on single taxpayers who |
$150,000 or more a year, heads of households who earn $225,000 or more a year, and couples
make $300,000 or more a year.
